After 25/12/2022, a fine of Rs. 100/- per day
will be charged. Those students who have requested loans/scholarships either through the institute
or another agency should submit proof of the late payment in Hostel Coordinating Unit by
25/12/2022.

Pro-rata based hostel fee refund is not applicable. If a registered student wants to stay in hostel for
short duration (less than 30 days) in a semester, than the students should pay room retention fee of
Rs.2300/-.
