(e) In view of the COVID-19 pandemic, all returning students, who are permitted to stay on campus in 
hostels are required to get the COVID-19 health insurance on their own before commencement of 
their stay on campus, for a minimum period covering the period of their semesterly stay. Students 
already on campus and permitted to continue, should also obtain such insurance, if opting to 
continue their stay. The premium paid towards this insurance will be reimbursable up to Rs. 500/-, 
out of the Medical Fee paid, against policy payment invoice/receipt. The student has to send the 
relevant documents to the Academic Section for reimbursement. 

(f) From 3rd Year onwards, fees for PhD students will be applicable for students in (MSc+PhD) 
programmes.

Rs. 2000/- as a continuation fee per semester.  
(b) $[Item No. 4] is reduced substantially as a special case for the Autumn Semester 2020-21. 
(c) *[Item No. 6, 7 and 8] will be applicable only to the students who are permitted to stay on campus in 

hostels and will opt to do so. The charges against (Item No. 6, 7 and 8) will be NIL for those who are 
NOT permitted to stay on campus in hostels or do NOT opt to stay even if permitted (such students will 
not be eligible for any medical benefits normally available to students paying the fee against Item no. 6).
